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Interim Executive Director Report
Gene Purcell

The first months of 2008 have proven to be both busy and productive for the ECB and its
partners.

As you all know, thidudgetyear is expected to lzechallenging one for all state

agencies and ECB is no exception, and itOs expected that the bulk of this yearOs budget
will be flat to slightly declining.ECB staffis now deep in the budget process for the
coming year. Howeveat this point in the pressit is difficult to be more precise about

the implications of the budget on ECBOs work.

In addition, the capital budgeycle is upon us as wedhd ECB staffs currently engaged
in mapping outhe Gyearcapitalplan that will be submitted to theepartment of
Administration.

There are some big items to consider. For examplégi next 6 years, ECB staff
anticipates the replacement of the radio tower located in Brule that is home to-WHSA
FM and serves the upper northwestern portion of Wisico The tower, built in 1953, is
identical to the WHHI tower currently in the process of being replaced at Highland.

Another itemthat will be examined will be replacement of the broadcast interconnect that
originates here in the Beltline buildjrand carries the RR, WPT, Emergency Alert

System andmber Alet signals throughout the state. And, as always, the capital plan
will include routine upgradesepairsand maintenance of buildings and equipment.

However, the work on the-ear planis a concrete reminder of how quickly technology
is changing, and the challenge that presents to ECB staff. Part of the ECBOs mission
after all, is that of delivering programming through the use of technology.

Even thougtthe Otraditional technolp@ found in radio and TV remain relevant, those
technologies and the uses for them are changing rapidly. In addition, computer and web
based technologies are playing a larger role at ECB than ever before, and new
technologies andewuses for existing tdhnology seem to emerge every wedéke

work on the éyear plan is an example g@lanning for what we already know, and a

certain amount of speculation about what we donOt.

Atfter itOs compt®n, you will see the §ear capitaplan later this year.When you do,
expect a lot of CaditionalO capital projects, dnOt be surprised to see some new
items.

On another mattet havespent a considerable amount of time working on the
Educational Broadband Service (EBS) issue as directed by the &atedanuary
meeting.



While the original motion directed me to bring a completed RFP to this board meeting,
challenges in scheduling and the sensitivity of this issue have caused me to take a step
back and reevaluate the process.

In my reportto Board members, you will see that | have recommended that ECB moves
forward on this issue, and that if the Board chooses to become engaged in the leasing
process, that an Oethics consultantO be retained to oversee the process.

It is my feeling thatshould the Board agree to move fordawith the leasing process,
the retention of this person should be the logical first step.

Finally, this will be my last Board meeting while serving as the ECBOs Interim Executive
Director.

It has been an emadful and challenging 10 months addring that time] have gained
additional appreciation for the work of the Board, the agency, its partners and ECB staff.

Division Staffing

No Division staffing changes were made during the quarter. Our intention to add a
temporary LTE position to handle the extended leaves scheduled during the next six
months of operation was styrdi®y a lack of qualified applicants. We will move

forward with the present staff and scheduling adjustments as needed. There is still one
unfilled FTE position in the Operations Center, which at present we have no immediate
plans to fill. On the techhagy services sector of the Division, our new level of field
technology position descriptions, which places increased emphdasmhdiroadcast and

IT (computer/data) skills, has been presented by OSER to the affected bargaining unit
and is under considation there. In conjunction with our Division response to the ECB
budget lapse, we will leave unfilled the position of Director of Regulatory and
Compliance, with those duties continuing to be shared by the Administrator and the
Regional Technical Manageas currently assigned.

Division Meetings

I The Division monthly telephone conference call with all Regional Technical
Managers continued throughout the past quarter. These have proven to be an
economical and effective means of maintaining regularly s¢addivision
communications without travel expense.



A full Division meeting was held February 20/21 in Wausau. Among the issues
addressed were the upcoming capital budget cycle, digital transition issues, and site
safety. The meeting was well attendgdilanagers and field staff.

ECB representation at the April PBS and NAB Engineering Meetings in Las Vegas
consisted of the Division Administrator, 3 division managers, and 3 engineers. Two
of our engineers received full scholarships to attend the PB$hgeet

Operational ltems

Our Division study committee on our Newpoint TCAS remote control and monitoring
system continues its aggressive stance with the technical and management
representatives at Newpoint. Significant progress has been made in stiftkngn
resolution of long term system performance issues back to the manufacturer, who has
finally admitted the existence of previously denied shortcomings in both hardware
and software implementation for this project. We continue to examine alternative
hardware platforms within and without the TCAS system, as well as ultimately, their
current failure to comply with the bid specifications for this project.

In conjunction with ECB IT, the Delivery Division has established ahnen

engineering reportingystem and station equipment database, now undergoing beta
testing. This will allow monthly papdree reporting for all engineers as well as
provide an ongoing system operational history.

Project Updates

As previously reported, ECB and Uktension cotinue to evaluate the status of
our combined 8 NCHEM applications and work with our telecommunications
consultants as well as other applicants. It currently appears that ECB may receive a
second Adams County station in Coloma and perhaps a permit fugl&ider. The
UW-Extension has completed successful negotiations to receive a Construction
Permit for a new FM station in Ashland, which ECB will construct in 2010, the same
year we are scheduled to build our first new FM in Coloma.

Bids have been let fmew transmitters and the extension of HD radio service to
WHWC, WHBM, WHHI, WHLA, WHDI, and AM station WLBL. These projects
should be completed by September of 2008.

Bids are in preparation for the replacement of the WHHI tower in Highland, with a
schedlled completion by the end of 2008. Additional land has already been
purchased.

In anticipation of the new FCC rules on Digital TV, ECB has developed-éineon
Public File system for all five of our TV stations, which has been shared with our
partners aWHA-TV.

ECB Delivery Division is currently working with our partners at the Department of
Transportation, Division of State Patrol, in repurposing our uatlézed Chilton site
through installation of a new tower and building for DOT. ECB will retainership
of the site and will occupy space on the new tower and building for existing and
future projects.

I ECB has applied for a Rural Utility Services federal grant to permit installation of
auxiliary antennas and provide local digital encoding for the La Crosse, Park Falls,
and Wausau TV stations.

WPR Audience and Revenue up ir2007

Wisconsin Public Radio ended calendar year 2007 in very good shape. Membership
revenue was up 4.4%, from $5,029,255 in 2006 to $5,250,922. Underwriting revenue
went from $1,291,497 in 2006 to $1,452,028, an increase of more than 12%.

Audience waslso up significantly, according to Fall 2007 Arbitron estimates. Total
unduplicated cumulative weekly audience for both networks was up 4% over Spring 2007
to 423,600; Average Quarter Hour over the same time period increased by 16% to
25,200. This wathe best Arbitron audience survey weOve had in recent history. It was
particularly gratifying to see that cume was up 10% and average quarter hour up 21%
from Spring 2006, which was the last rating period before we made significant program
changes in theummer of 2006. The latest ratings show that the program changes were
successful in attracting new audiences, and causing the existing audience to listen longer.
