1. Entries must be postmarked by January 31, 2009. 
2. Each program must be produced by students in the  

Adults may supervise  
and coach, but they may not participate in the  
actual production.

3. Maximum radio drama length is 10 minutes. PSAs must   
be at least 30 seconds, and no more than 1 minute, in  
length. Entries that do not fall within these time limits will 
be disqualified. 

4. Submit programs digitally, on CD or audiocassette.
